The Davis County Board of Supervisors met in regular session on Tuesday, February 17,
2026 with Chairman Ron Bride and Members David Henderson and Alan Yahnke present.

David Henderson made motion, seconded by Alan Yahnke and carried unanimously, to
approve the agenda.

Alan Yahnke made motion, seconded by David Henderson and carried unanimously, to
approve and sign the Minutes of Monday, February 9, 2026.

After consideration, Alan Yahnke made motion, seconded by David Henderson and carried
unanimously, to approve updated HIPAA (Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act)
Policy, as presented by HIPAA Privacy Officer, Brenda Johnson, to comply with federal law,
including 42CFR Part 2, regarding Substance Use Disorder (SUD) Records rules.

The Board met with Engineer Ryan Schock, who reported on the blading, mowing, brush
cutting and rock hauling activities of the County crews. He further reported that the 2026 cost for
400 feet of dust control for individuals who wish to purchase it will be $660 through Midwest
Dust Solutions and $616.40 through Binns & Stevens.

The Board then discussed progress of work to remediate air quality issues alleged in a December
29, 2025 Air Quality Test Report, said issues caused by last year’s water damage when a frozen
water line broke. The Clerk’s office was professionally cleaned on February 10 and a follow up
air quality test was conducted on February 12. As of the time of today's meeting, the results of the
follow up air quality test have not been received. Court Administrator of the Eighth Judicial
District, Heidi Baker, was present to ask questions and to convey concerns that replacing ceiling
tiles last week in the Courtroom may have left the carpet in that area full of debris. The Board will
speak with the custodian and ask him to vacuum and shampoo the carpet in the Courtroom. Davis
County Historic Preservation Commission Member, Megan Clyman, was present to advise of a
joint meeting with the Commission and the Davis County Courthouse Preservation Fund
committee scheduled on March 30, 2026 wherein the committees will hear a presentation by
Michael Fries, architect with Klingner & Associates of Pella, lowa, the purpose of said meeting
being to educate the committees on options to address preservation of the Courthouse and
particularly the outside structural needs and deteriorating window ledges. This meeting was
originally scheduled December 15, 2025, but had to be cancelled due to a death in Mr. Fries'
family.

The Board discussed progress of putting together the County’s Fiscal Year 2027 Budget
with Auditor Kristi Goodson.

All Board members reported on committee meetings attended.
