The Davis County Board of Supervisors met in regular session on Monday, February 9,
2026, with Chairman Ron Bride and Members David Henderson and Alan Yahnke present.

Alan Yahnke made motion, seconded by David Henderson and carried unanimously, to
approve the agenda.

David Henderson made motion, seconded by Ron Bride and carried unanimously, to
approve and sign the Minutes of Monday, February 2, 2026. Alan Yahnke abstained from said
vote as he was absent from the February 2, 2026 meeting.

The Board met with Engineer Ryan Schock, who reported on the blading, rock hauling and brush
cutting activities performed by County crews. He further reported on progress of the “Richard
Harris bridge” project and that Davis County was the recipient of a $10,000 sign replacement
grant by the lowa Department of Transportation.

The Board signed contracts for two SIDCA (Southern lowa Development Conservation Authority)
projects totaling $120,000.00, said projects being the “Cope watershed” and “Little Campbell
bridge”. Davis County will be responsible for half of the cost.

Alan Yahnke made motion, seconded by David Henderson and carried unanimously, to approve
the lowa Department of Health and Human Services Cost Allocation Plan completed by Cost
Advisory Services, Inc. for Fiscal Year 2025.

The Board then discussed progress of work to remediate air quality issues alleged in a December
29, 2025 Air Quality Test Report, said issues caused by last year’s water damage when a frozen
water line broke. Ceiling tiles in the courtroom, the Clerk of Court’s office and the Assessor’s
office were replaced with new ones. Carpet in the Clerk of Court’s office was removed and
replaced with luxury vinyl tile. This week, it is expected that the Clerk’s office will be
professionally cleaned and a follow up air quality test will follow.

All Board members reported on committee meetings attended.
