 The Davis County Board of Supervisors met in regular session on Monday, February 23, 

2026, with Chairman Ron Bride and Members David Henderson and Alan Yahnke present. 

 

            Alan Yahnke made motion, seconded by David Henderson and carried unanimously, to 

approve the agenda. 

 

 Alan Yahnke made motion, seconded by David Henderson and carried unanimously, to 

approve and sign the Minutes of Tuesday, February 17, 2026.  

 

County Assessor Jason Wagler presented applications for approval/denial regarding 

Impoundment Structure and Forest Reserve Exemptions. 

David Henderson made motion, seconded by Alan Yahnke and carried unanimously, to approve 

all as presented by the Assessor. 

 

The Board met with Engineer Ryan Schock, who reported on the blading, rock hauling and 

brush cutting work completed by the County crews. 

 

David Henderson made motion, seconded by Alan Yahnke and carried unanimously, to 

approve reappointing Deb Baughman to The Davis County Historic Preservation Commission. 

 

David Henderson made motion, seconded by Alan Yahnke and carried unanimously, to 

approve and sign the Davis County Historic Preservation Commission’s Annual Certified Local 

Government Report as prepared by Megan Clyman. 

 

The Board met with Steven Preader, President of World Insurance Associates/Sagacity 

Benefits, Third-Party Administrator for the County’s health plan, to provide plan activity details. 

The Board agreed that the reports continue to be positive and the balance of Davis County 

Employee Health Plan account continues to increase.  In light of the foregoing, the Board agreed 

that although Wellmark Blue Cross Blue Shield’s Fiscal Year 2027 medical premium will increase 

2.72 percent, County employees will not see an increase in the amount deducted from their bi-

weekly salaries.  No action taken. 

 

The Board discussed the work completed to resolve alleged air quality issues caused by 

water damage resulting from a frozen water line that broke in February of 2025.  Follow-up air 

testing completed on February 12 came back clear and no action was taken.
