 The Davis County Board of Supervisors met in regular session on Monday, March 2, 2026, 

with Chairman Ron Bride and Member David Henderson.  Member Alan Yahnke was absent. 

 

            David Henderson made motion, seconded by Ron Bride and carried unanimously, to 

approve the agenda. 

 

 David Henderson made motion, seconded by Ron Bride and carried unanimously, to 

approve and sign the Minutes of Monday, February 23, 2026.  

 

David Henderson made motion, seconded by Ron Bride and carried unanimously to 

approve the suspension of taxes for an individual resident of the County, as per Iowa Code §427.9. 

 

The Board met with Engineer Ryan Schock, who reported on the blading, mowing, rock 

hauling and brush cutting work completed by the County crews. 

 

The Board signed contracts with the lowest bidders for two SIDCA (Southern Iowa 

Development Conservation Authority) projects, one to replace the “Campbell Bridge” by Cole 

Construction Company in the amount of $67,336.16, and repair work on the “Cope Watershed” by 

Wettstein Concrete in the amount of $12,802.50.  Davis County will be responsible for half of the 

cost.  BOARD SECRETARY NOTE:  The minutes from February 9, 2026 incorrectly reported 

“The Board signed contracts for two SIDCA (Southern Iowa Development Conservation 

Authority) projects totaling $120,000.00, said projects being the “Cope watershed” and “Little 

Campbell bridge.”  Said minutes should have stated that the Board signed their approval to 

SIDCA’s “award letters”.  As stated above, the actual contracts were signed today, March 2, 2026. 

 

David Henderson made motion, seconded by Ron Bride and carried unanimously, to sign a 

resolution in support of an application for Traffic Safety Improvement Program (TSIP) funds to 

purchase speed activated chevrons to be located at J40 and within the City of Floris near the 

curves. 

 

David Henderson made motion, seconded by Ron Bride and carried unanimously, to 

approve the resolution to set the letting date of April 6, 2026 for the Farm-to-Market Rock 

Program. 

 

David Henderson made motion, seconded by Ron Bride and carried unanimously, to 

continue to employ Brent Hinders as the County’s Human Resources attorney after his transition 

from Hopkins and Heubner, P.C. to Hinders, Updegraff and Franklin, P.L.C. after March 6, 2026. 

 

David Henderson made motion, seconded by Ron Bride and carried unanimously, to 

approve publication of the Fiscal Year 2027 “Proposed Property Tax Levy Notice” and to set a 

public hearing for Monday, March 23, 2026 at 8:15 A.M., in the Board of Supervisors Office at 

the Davis County Courthouse.
